Cereal Box Autobiography
Since we have been studying biographies, you will now write your own autobiography in the format of a fun cereal box autobiography!
Here is what you need to do: 
FRONT OF BOX: Use a piece of white or light colored paper to cover the front of your cereal box. (You will probably want to create the cover before gluing it on your box.) Include the name of the cereal and a picture. Invent a name for the cereal that is related to your interests and personality and that sounds like a cereal. Choose a shape for the cereal as well as colors and ingredients that are all related to you and your interests. For example, if you like pets, your cereal may be in the shape of a cat or dog collar.
RIGHT SIDE: Make a list of ingredients that include your life’s story elements, characters, and Setting. Under the heading "Ingredients," list the special people in your life and write a sentence about each one. Then describe the setting. 
LEFT SIDE: Write a brief autobiography of your life, problems that you have faced, solutions, and your dreams for the future. Try to use words that will “grab” readers’ attention and make them want to buy your cereal. 

BACK OF BOX: Design a game that is based on your life story or one of your interests. It can be a puzzle, a word search, a word scramble, a maze, a crossword puzzle, a hidden pictures illustration, or any other fun activity that might be found on the back of a cereal box. Make sure it includes information about you.

TOP OF BOX: Include the title, author, and one sentence about you.
PRIZE: Cereal boxes often include a prize. Your prize must be something that reminds your reader about you. Include a picture of the prize on the front of your box. ** Please note** The actual prize is not included inside the box – only the picture of the prize located on the front of the box.
